What’s Your Story?

Paul shares his story of meeting
Christ in Acts 26. He also tells
us what he was like before he
met Christ and how radically he
changed afterwards.

Using Paul’s testimony as our
model, we answered some
questions and prepared our
own stories . We have been
learning the importance of being
prepared at all times to share
what we believe with others.
During our prayer times, we
have been praying for those
who don’t know Christ and ask-
ing God to give us opportunities
during the week to share our
stories with them.

What's your story? Are you pre-
pared to give an answer to eve-
ryone who asks?

Always be prepared to give an
answer to everyone who asks
you to give the reason for the
hope you have. 1 Peter 3:15

This month, Caroline
Schmidt shares her story:

I thought that I was a Chris-
tian when I was a child. I
thought attending church
and Sunday school almost
every week made you a
Christian. But when my
grandpa died I got “very
angry at God”. I blamed God
for it and started to shy
away from him. I felt like he
took my grandpa away from
me for no reason.

For pretty much all of grade
school (the time my grandpa
died up until about 6th

grade) I continued to blame
God for my grandpa’s death.

I still went to church and
Sunday school, but I wasn't
there for the right reasons. 1
noticed I had a different atti-
tude at God at this time —
and I knew this wasn't right.
I don't want to say I was a
bad kid and made bad
choices (because I wasn't).
But I knew I could do better
for my life (this is when I
started noticing Christ could
make a difference).

I can't say I remember a
specific time and date when
I received Christ, but I know
it was in the spring time of

my 6th grade year. And as
crazy as this sounds, I re-
member seeing a bright light
in a dark grey sky; and for
some reason, it was a sign
for me. I knew I had to
make changes in my life.
And I knew that I had to
stop blaming God for my
grandpa’s death.

My life didn't dramatically

change after I came to
Christ. I did start to enjoy
going to events like youth
group and Sunday school a
lot more. But the most im-
portant thing I've learned
through my journey before
and after coming to Christ is
that everything happens for
a reason and to trust God
always.

One of the benefits I've ex-
perienced since I became a
Christian is youth group. I
love youth group and being
able to not only interact with
kids your age, but also be
with kids that are Christians.
I love small group time be-
cause we are all very close
to each other, we can share
things, and know that we
can trust one another. I at-
tend many youth group
events like Breakaway, Sno-
Camp, and Converge. I en-
joy these trips a lot. I've also
made many awesome
friends through church and
youth group events (I know
some of these friends will be
in my life for a long time).

Also, I've learned that every-
thing happens for a reason
with the death of my
grandpa as well. Before he
died he influenced me to get
involved with music. I still
play the piano and the clari-
net to this day. I know that
if my (continued...)

grandpa was still alive today he would be proud of me and my accomplishments. I feel that when I play music it is a
part of me that was also a part of him. Also, his battle with cancer has lately gotten me interested in the medical field.
I am a member of the Athletic Trainers (which are the people who take care of sports injuries) at the high school and
hope to go to medical school one day.

One of my favorite Bible verses relates to my testimony. Ecclesiastes 3:1-8 talks about how there is a right time to do
everything. I think this relates to my testimony because I've learned that everything happens for a reason and there is
a right time for it happen.

There's an opportune time to do things, a right time for everything on the earth:
A right time for birth and another for death,

A right time to plant and another to reap,

A right time to kill and another to heal,

A right time to destroy and another to construct,

A right time to cry and another to laugh,
