Now the time has come for our congregation to make some very important de-

cisions about HOW to move ahead in ministry to students.  The Elders and I all 

believe strongly that youth ministry must be a very high priority to FPC’s over-

all ministry and mission strategy.  There are many strong reasons WHY a con-

gregation needs a thriving ministry to teens, but the greatest reason is to pro-

vide a safe place where our children can come to know and love Jesus Christ 

more and discover what it means to follow him faithfully.  The single greatest 

influence upon the faith of teenagers is their own families and homes. But the 

church body must also provide critical support to their growing faith and points 

of relational contact outside the family that stimulate their love of the LORD.  

When a congregation makes ministry with teens a priority it makes the right 

choice to grow its youngest members in a vital faith.  However, it also makes 

the choice to be a vital congregation because youth and families give sustaining 

and vital life to churches in so many ways.  I think most people are able to 

make this logical connection, that children and teens in the midst of a congre-

gation are indicative of a church that is healthy and full of life.   
 

Your pastor and elders are asking for your help in this important season of 

searching out the LORD’s will for FPC’s ministry to teens.  FIRST, we make 

the appeal that this ministry is one that is not just about teenage students and 

their need.  It is a ministry that ultimately is about ALL of us, for the very rea-

sons I state in the preceding paragraph.  Our responsibility before God to teach 

our children about him and the overall health of our congregation depend on 

our understanding of this.  SECOND, we ask for the regular and faithful 

prayers of everyone at FPC.  Please pray that God would grant our congrega-

tion all he knows we need to move ahead to his next chapter of youth ministry 

here.  Pray for wisdom, guidance and good strategy.  Pray for the resources of 

people and finances to meet the need.  Pray for a clear understanding of what 

our current and future students and their families will need from FPC’s youth 

ministry.  THIRD, give me and your elders your thoughtful input.  I know that 

God’s Spirit always speaks through the wisdom of his people.  We genuinely 

want and need your partnership in this.  Look for information about an upcom-

ing congregational gathering to give us your input and to join together in 

prayer for God’s provision.  FOURTH, consider whether you might be willing 

to be part of a Student Ministry Search Team to help FPC move creatively 

into what God has next for us in this ministry.  I will have a role on this team as 

a staff member as will your Discipleship elders, but it’s our hope that others in 

the church family who agree that ministry to teens is vital will step up and lead 

the way.  This team will work over the course of the next year or so to revise 

job/ministry descriptions, recommend the appropriate levels of staffing and 

then complete its work by finding God’s person to serve in some capacity as 

staff or volunteer to lead FPC’s next season of ministry to students.   
 

Your help is needed now.  Thank you for faithfully praying for our precious 

children and our ministry to them.  We look to the LORD to show us his will 

and way.
