(a) Reviewing and voting on the adequacy of the compensation of the
Pastor upon report of prior review by Session; (b) Electing of new Elders;
(c) Presentation of the narrative budget for information. (d) To vote on a
resolution by Session to amend Section 4 of the By-Laws regarding the
term of office by an Elder. The current by-law states: “An Elder who has
served one full term shall be ineligible for re-election for a period of at
least one year. Vacancies in the Session shall be filled by election at a
specially called congregational meeting. (Book of Order G-14.0200)”

CHANGE TO:

“An elder serving on session shall be elected for a term of no more than
three years, and service in consecutive terms, either full or partial, shall be
limited to six years. An elder having served a total of six years shall be
ineligible for reelection to the session for a period of at least one

year.” (Book of Order G-14.0222)
