I want to offer an 

opportunity to help parents know when their children are ready to take the 

sacrament.   
 

Sharing together in the LORD’s supper is a wondrous and joyful response we 

make to Jesus’ own instruction that we celebrate and remember him. There-

fore, it is important that we do all we can to help people of all ages in Christ’s 

family understand as much as possible what the act of taking communion 

means. This rightly protects this holy sacrament from becoming meaningless 

to us. It is to be a significant act of our discipleship – our faithful following 

and loving – of Christ. It is an active sign of God’s abounding grace to us, 

that he reaches out to save us and make us his own even before we would 

choose to love and know him. When we take of it we say our “Yes!” to God 

and his sovereign, gracious claim in love upon our lives always.

During our time together on Nov. 8 we will address how to understand com-

munion better for both children and adults, and we will discuss what parents  

can do to teach and prepare their children for taking the sacrament. Please come 

to learn, ask questions and enjoy the opportunity for all Christ-followers to 

grow deeper in the meaning of this holy act of worship.
